Notes for Ola, Matt, and Paul

Ceilometer

 We have 2 ceilometers that we ran on board the Knorr. Both look to be showing the same thing. You will have to use the laptop with the docking station to run the program. I will supply MATLAB software that generates daily plots and summaries of the entire experiment. We used a different computer, so the laptop wasn’t ever connected to the van LAN. We have a wooden pallet for mounting and securing down the ceilometers. There is only one key to open box for both. 
Mailbox radiometer runs from a tower PC we mounted inside the blue rack top shelf.

I will supply software that plots Mailbox daily data. It has been on the LAN.
Room for 3-4 monitors on table (MMCR, Mailbox, flux or whatever you have). Table secures to floor with a strap (see pictures).
Covers to 2 MMCR blue boxes secure nicely in the front entry as shown in picture.

Duane will be writing-up anything specific on the MMCR. 

Sergio will be writing-up anything specific about the container power.

Duane can answer anything specific on the van network.

No major problems. Cold air can get in along the back wall if the outside doors are open. We just used duct tape and foam to seal most of it. We had to keep ½ of the door open, because our second escape way is there. Keep the key to the door somewhere outside, as it is easy to lean against the door knob and lock yourself out.

Duane had the MMCR on a switch box for the monitors, kb and mouse.
