Sky Conditions: Sunny, warmish.
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SYNOPTIC DISCUSSION: Subtropical high pressure in the western Atlantic will dominate the weather over the beginning of the forecast. With the exception of a quickly passing upper level disturbance early Friday skies will be mainly clear over New England. Southerly winds will push temperatures to near 30C across the area. Winds increase toward the middle of the forecast with increasing pressure gradient between the development of low pressure along a surface trough in western NY and the subtropical high. Late in the period this weak surface trough moves across the northern part of the forecast area brining showers and precipitation and pushing the subtropical high back eastward.
