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SYNOPTIC DISCUSSION: The subtropical high pressure will yield one more summer day with warm weather across the eastern New England. The developing surface pressure trough across western NY will contrast with the high to create strong southerly winds across the forecast area Saturday. As the trough moves eastward it will slow and weaken. A second trough to the west of the initial trough will move eastward and merge with the initial trough on Sunday. Precipitation in a NE-SW alignment will work its way west to east with these features. Winds will become SW ahead of the surface trough on Sunday.
