During the latter part of the forecast period the initial cold front moves from an offshore location northeast to the Maritimes leaving clear conditions and northwest winds over the forecast area. At the same time a very vigorous upper-level trough and associated surface cyclone advances rapidly into the western part of the forecast area with precipitation spreading quickly to eastern NY
