Sky Conditions:  Sunny, scattered clouds, moderate to low temp.
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SYNOPTIC DISCUSSION: : A weak low pressure will continue its path along the stationary front weakening just east of Nova Scotia early in the period. A second low intensifies off the mid-Atlantic coast and will move northeast following the stationary front. This low is much stronger than the first and will settle into the eastern Gulf of Maine Friday night. This feature will usher in some wrap around clouds and precipitation to the Gulf of Maine and eastern Maine. In the latter part of the forecast period, the offshore, surface low moves rapidly north to the Gulf of St. Lawrence keeping most of the heavy precipitation to the east of the forecast region. However, the cold air advected aloft into the Northeast around the cutoff low produces widespread, wrap-around, unstable, showery conditions over much of the interior forecast region. Winds gradually shift from northwesterly to westerly by the end of the period. .  –Plymouth St. ICARTT Forecast Issued 10z       
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
